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(And He Drew Near)

Yehudah begged Yoseph, instead of imprisoning Benyamin, to im-
prison him. When Yehudah did this, Yoseph's heart could not stand
this any longer and he ordered the servants to leave. He cried to his
brothers that he was Yoseph; that it was indeed Elohim who sent
him to Egypt and that they didn’t. Pharaoh heard that the brothers
of Yoseph had come and it was pleasing to his ears and to the ears of
Pharaoh’s servants.
